
1	  Optimal Value Framing
a.	Utilizes 24” O.C. spacing to control waste & maximize the insulating value.
b.	6” exterior wall construction provides 2” additional insulation and 	
	 improved structural integrity.
c.	Allows insulated headers to reduce thermal conductivity.

2	  Energy Star Windows
a. Lowers energy bills and 	
	 saves you money over 	
	 single-paned and even 	
	 new double-paned, clear 	
	 glass windows.
b. Protects from the winter 	
	 cold and summer sun, 	
	 while also reducing 	
	 condensation and interior 	
	 fading.
c. Keeps your home cooler in 	
	 the summer and warmer in 	
	 the winter, making you 	
	 more comfortable.

3	  Air Sealing
a. Improves comfort, especially 
during periods of hot or cold 
weather.
b. Lowers energy use, which 
means lower energy bills.
c. A quieter home due to less noise entering from the outside.
d. Fewer holes where pollen, dust, pollution, and insects can enter 	
	 your home.
e. Improves durability of the building structure through the 	
	 reduced movement of moist air.

4	  Ductwork / HVAC

5   Energy Star Light Fixtures

7	  Thermal Air Barrier 
	  Alignment 
a. A thermal barrier restricts or 	
	 slows the flow of heat using 	
	 insulation materials. Insulation 	
	 is not fully effective unless it is 	
	 installed without gaps, voids, 
	 and compression, and is aligned 	
	 with a continuous air barrier.
b. For the air barrier itself to be 	
	 effective, it must be contiguous 	
	 and continuous across the 	

entire building envelope, with all holes and cracks fully sealed and it must 
be in full contact with the insulation.

8   Tankless Hot Water Heater 
a. Provides hot water only as it is needed.
b.	Traditional storage water heaters produce standby energy losses that 	
	 cost money.

9   Insulated Slab 
a. Rigid extruded polystyrene insulation board provided at perimeter of 	
	 slab as a thermal break.
