1	  Energy Star Windows
a. Lowers energy bills and saves you money over single-paned and  
	 even new double-paned, clear glass windows.

b. For the air barrier itself to be  
	 effective, it must be contiguous  
	 and continuous across the  
	 entire building envelope, with  
	 all holes and cracks fully sealed  
	 and it must be in full contact  
	 with the insulation.

7   Insulated Slab 
a. Rigid extruded polystyrene insulation board provided at perimeter of  
	 slab as a thermal break.
